ABSTRACT
The report must begin with a one- to two-paragraph abstract (max 200 words) that orients the reader as to the contents as well as to the major sections of the report. The abstract, by itself, must provide enough information about the report so that the reader can judge simply by reading this portion if he or she wants to read further.

For example, as an abstract for this document, this document has been prepared by the Mechanical Engineering (Mechatronics) Department to help undergraduate students in preparing their training report. The document presents a general outline for these documents as well as the formatting that students must abide to. Also, the exact method for citation and referring to literature related to your work is detailed.
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1- Introduction 
The student writes down an introduction about the training. 

The Place, the nature of the site, the field, why was He/ She interested in this particular training? And so forth …
Insert the schedule of the training program. 

2- The training activities and benefits

The student describes briefly what He / She actually did on site, what did they see, practice, and learn?

It is essential to highlight what benefits did the student get out of the training; in other words, what is the added value of the training. Please note that if no added value occurred then the training should be repeated elsewhere.

3- Discussion and Conclusion

In this section the student writes down any remarks that He / She has about the site, the field, the training procedure; whatever He / She finds worth mentioning. Then the assignment is wrapped up with a couple of sentences that summarise the experience. The student may also provide recommendations.
